Six members of Lichfield’s Animal Aid took part in a national campaign to stop sales of Barbary duck at Tesco’s Church Street store.

In British duck farming the birds have their beaks cut off to prevent feather-pulling caused by overcrowded conditions in the farms, claim animal rights campaigners.

Demonstrator Diane Smith said: “Debeaking is a brutal procedure that involves slicing through a highly sensitive organ.”

“It is like slicing off the end of a human finger.  We feel confident that when customers at the Lichfield store know these facts they will boycott the meat.”

Two protestors dressed as a store manager and a duck recreated the debeaking outside the store.  They were supported by fellow campaigners also dressed as ducks.

Diane added: “We got a positive response from the public, who offered us their support by signing petitions and offering to write to the chief executive of Tesco to ask for the removal of Barbary duck from the shelves.”
